5. Permits and Compliance

6. Changes in the Work
Any changes to the scope of work, materials, or contract price shall be made only by written change order signed by both Contractor and Client.
The change order shall specify the modifications, adjustments to the price, and any extension of the completion date.

7. Warranties
The Contractor warrants that all work performed under this Contract shall be free from defects in workmanship for a period of one (1) year from the date of completion.
This warranty does not cover damage caused by misuse, abuse, normal wear and tear, or acts beyond Contractor's control.

8. Insurance and Liability
The Contractor shall maintain general liability insurance and workers’ compensation insurance as required by law.
The Client shall not be liable for injuries to Contractor's employees or subcontractors.
Contractor agrees to indemnify and hold harmless the Client from any claims arising out of Contractor’s work.

9. Termination
Either party may terminate this Contract upon written notice if the other party breaches any material term and fails to cure the breach within ten (10) days.
In the event of termination, the Client shall pay for all work completed and materials purchased up to the date of termination.

10. Dispute Resolution
Any dispute arising out of or relating to this Contract shall first be attempted to be resolved through good faith negotiation between the parties.
If unresolved, the parties agree to submit the dispute to mediation before pursuing litigation.
This Contract shall be governed by the laws of the State where the work is performed.

11. Entire Agreement
This Contract constitutes the entire agreement between the parties and supersedes all prior agreements, representations, and understandings.
No modification shall be effective unless in writing and signed by both parties.
